Vital Signs for the Normal Horse
Heart Rate............. 30-40/min
Breathing Rate...... 10-12/min
Temperature.......... 99.5-101.5C
Mucous Membrane should be pink 
color.
CRT (Capillary Refill Time)
Press finger above front teeth.
Color should return in less than 2 
seconds.

Skin Turgor
Pinch skin to see how long it takes 
to return to normal. It should be 
less than one second.

Hoof Temperature
Should always be lukewarm

Keep these items in airtight storage. Locate them in a readily  
accessible area.

Be sure to write down your veterinarian’s phone number and keep 
it available for others.

The greatest number of injuries to equines is in the form of punc-
ture wounds and lacerations.

These tips should be helpful in administering quick care to your 
animal when needed…they are not meant to be all that you need, 
but they will get you started.
